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Thanksgiving and Family Volunteer Day

Can-Do Thanksgiving by Marion Hess Pomeranc. The story is about a young girl named Dee who
donates a can of peas for her school's food drive. Dee wants to know where her peas are deliv-

ered, so she attaches a sticker to her can that lists her school's location. Soon after, her teacher

tells the class that they have been invited to volunteer to serve Thanksgiving at the soup kitchen

where Dee's peas were donated to. At the soup kitchen, Dee meets a new friend and has fun while

she helps the less fortunate on Thanksgiving.

Discussion Questions:
